Minutes of Land Use Committee Meeting

1. Call to Order.  Chairman Dean Vogel called the meeting to order at 8:01PM.  Committee Chairman Dean Vogel, and committee members Gary Baumgartner, Ken Hefty, Phoebe Blackman, and Deputy Clerk Stephanie Zwettler were present.  Also in attendance:  Branden and Whitney Mauger.
2. Minutes of Previous Meeting – February 6, 2018.  Ken Hefty moved and Gary Baumgartner seconded a motion to approve the minutes of the Land Use Committee meeting held on February 6, 2018 as presented.  Motion carried.
3. Branden and Whitney Mauger – 10388 Docken Dr.  Dean Vogel moved and Ken Hefty seconded the motion to amend the agenda for an informal discussion.  Motion carried.  Branden and Whitney Mauger presented potential plans of rezone, building site and driveway to replace the existing house on the property.  They requested direction from the committee on their available options.   The Committee reviewed the proposal, explained pertinent sections of the Land Use Plan, including soil testing, if necessary, and the requirements for the application process.
4. Dane County Zoning Ordinance – Chapter 10 – review map revisions.  Phoebe Blackman moved and Gary Baumgartner seconded a motion to discuss the map.  Motion carried.  The current Town of Perry zoning map was compared with the Draft Zoning Map proposed by Dane County for the Comprehensive Revision of Chapter 10 Ordinance.  The Committee analyzed the maps section by section for accuracy and consistency.  Areas identified as needing clarification were noted so that further analysis can be done using Access Dane.
5. Pending applications – review and discussion.  Deputy Clerk Stephanie Zwettler reported that Thomas Stoehr may be on the April agenda for a land division, home site and accessory building; at this time, no paperwork has been filed.  
6. Schedule meetings.  Site views will be scheduled for March 31 and the meeting for Thursday, April 5 for applications submitted by March 15.
7. Adjourn.  Ken Hefty moved and Phoebe Blackman seconded a motion to adjourn.  Motion carried.  The meeting adjourned at 10:30 PM.
